This is a full year class.  Days spent in each area are subject to change according to the needs of the students.

GRADING

Homework is generally worth 10 points, progress report signed is 5 points, and tests and quizzes are from 5 to 100 points.  (Projects will be worth more than homework assignments, although the grade will be in the same category.)  The grade for the class will be based on points earned. Tests and quizzes will be approximately 40% of the entire history grade, homework/class work 50%, and *participation 10%.  (Percentages are approximate and may be adjusted at card marking.)  

If you decide to turn in work late, you have chosen to earn up to 50% of the total credit.
If you decide to turn work in more than two weeks after the due date, you have chosen to earn no credit.
COMPLETING ALL WORK IS IMPORTANT IN ORDER TO DO WELL IN THIS CLASS!
*In addition to work, students have the opportunity to earn two participation points each day.  Points can be earned by being in your seat on time with all materials needed for the hour, by working on opening assignments, and by participating in a positive manner. 

If a student is absent, he/she cannot earn points for that day.
GOOD ATTENDANCE IS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT!
If a student is not here, he or she will miss important discussions and explanations.

LESSON PLANS

First Marking Period:  We will be covering chapters one through five:  The Shape of the Earth, A World of People, The Dawn of Civilization, Ancient Egypt and Nubia, and Ancient India and China.
Second Marking Period:  We will be covering chapters seven through eleven:  Ancient Africa, Ancient Greece, Ancient Rome and Byzantium, Cultural Blending and Isolation, and Growth and Change in Europe. 
Third Marking Period:  We will be covering chapters twelve through sixteen:  Cultural Centers Around the World, Toward Modern Times, Europe: An Overview, Europe: Patterns of Living, and Africa: An Overview.
Fourth Marking Period:  We will be covering chapters seventeen through twenty:  Africa:  Patterns of Living, 

Asia and Australia:  An Overview, East Asia and Australia:  Patterns of Living, and South and Southwest Asia:  Patterns of Living.
